Simple language

Ladies and gentlemen. I have some information for you about the year's results. We are going to look at the numbers of nights booked in the four countries we work in for 1997 and 1998.

Our company is German so the biggest figures are in Germany. You can see that, even in Germany 1998 is a little better than 1997.

France is the second country and you can see France has increased sales a little, but France has not yet reached the 10000 night target.

Britain had a bad year and figures are a little lower than last year. We think it is because the pound is so strong.

Spain has increased sales by about 25%. It had fewer bookings than Britain in 97 but there was a big increase in 98 and Spain is doing better than Britain now. I would like to congratulate the people responsible for this excellent performance.

 More complex language

Gentlemen. I would like to share with you the information which we now have concerning the year's results in terms of nights booked in the four countries in which we operate.

As a German company it is perhaps natural that our highest figures are at home in Germany. You will note, however, that we have increased our figures even here, where we thought we had exploited every potential.

France is the second most important contributor to company activity and here you will note that a modest increase has been attained even though France has not yet reached the 10000 night figure which we had hoped for.

Britain, this year, has been a disappointment with a slight fall in figures. Our marketing people attribute this to the high price of the pound for most of the year. This has discouraged foreign bookings.

Spain is the country which has evolved the furthest having increased its figures by more than 25% thus moving into third place, before Britain. This is a remarkable accomplishment and those responsible are to be congratulated.
